e Team member training

gambling, including the National Council on Problem Gambling and National Center for
Responsible Gambling. The Casino works in partnership with and serves as the largest private
contributor to the Wisconsin Council on Problem Gambling. With tens of the thousands of
dollars contributed annually, Potawatomi Bingo Casino helps the WCPG offer a 24-hour helpline
and provides training to counselors specific to gambling addiction.
